Mechanics of the Bring and Buy.

1.  Seller completes B&B Form
2.  Seller returns Form (Post or E mail) to Tom Cole before the event.

3.  Tom Cole allocates number on B&B Form and holds as part of Master Record.

4.  Seller delivers items to B&B Stall on or before Sun 21 Jun.

5.  Seller receives ticket with unique number

6.  Stickers with unique number and price stuck on kit.

7.  When kit sold Tom Cole annotates Master Record showing item is sold.  

8.  At the end of the show Seller returns and picks up cash and unsold kits.

Rules.

1.  10% of the value of the items sold will be donated to MAFVA funds.

2.  Whilst MAFVA will exercise due care of all items, MAFVA cannot be held responsible for any accidental damage or theft of the items.

3.  MAFVA will present Sellers with a numbered ticket once the goods are presented by the Seller.  To retrieve kits and money from sales this ticket must be presented to the responsible MAFVA Officer.

4.  The Seller is responsible for collecting and removing all unsold kits.

5.  Any kits or money unclaimed by the close of the event will be considered MAFVA property for disposal as they see fit.

6.  Items to be sold are unmade or partially finished kits in original boxes with incomplete kits marked up “Some parts missing”.  Also for sale are non-fiction books of a military theme.

7.  MAFVA reserves the right to reject any items that are considered inappropriate.

8.  Only items that are listed on a completed form presented prior to the event will be sold on the MAFVA stand.
